Forward position: when the gate lock lever (1) is in
forward position, the safety bar (2) is in outward po-
sition.

The ATS performs ATS cleaning at certain operating hour intervals to maintain its function.

Comply with the following instructions in order to prevent a decreased function of the ATS and damage to the com-
ponents. Also, do not turn off the engine during ATS cleaning.

« Always use the recommended engine oil.

« Always use the recommended fuel.

« Always use the recommended DEF/ADBLUE®.

Always place the excavator in a well-ventilated location during automatic or manual ATS cleaning.

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4. The ATS cleaning icon (1) flashes in orange, an
alarm sounds for about 2 s, and the text message (2)
“PUSH ATS CLEANING SWITCH TO ACTIVATE” is
displayed. The ATS cleaning icon (3) is displayed on
the function switch tab.

5. Press the button (4) underneath the icon to start man-
ual ATS cleaning.
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When manual ATS cleaning starts, the orange ATS clean-
ing icon (1) and the orange high temperature exhausticon
(2) are displayed. An alarm sounds for about 2's, and
the orange text messages (3) "'DO NOT OPERATE" and
"IMANUAL ATS CLEANING" are displayed alternately.

Manual ATS cleaning takes about 30 min. When man-
ual ATS cleaning is complete, the ATS cleaning icon (1),
the high temperature exhaust icon (2), and the messages
(3) disappear. Manual ATS cleaning stops in the follow-
ing situations. If manual ATS cleaning stops before it is
finished, the ATS system needs to be cooled down. The
orange text messages "IDO NOT OPERATE" and "IMAN-
UAL ATS CLEANING CANCELLED" are displayed alter-
nately. Do not operate the excavator until the ATS system
is cooled down.

« Problems with the machine (The applicable text mes-
sage is displayed.)

« Problems with the engine (The applicable text message
is displayed.)

NOTICE: Do not continue operating the machine with
manual ATS cleaning stopped. If you continue operating
the machine, it can damage the ATS system. Resume
manual ATS cleaning as soon as possible.

Manual ATS cleaning becomes disabled in the following
situations.

« A message that requests manual ATS cleaning "PUSH
ATS CLEANING SWITCH TO ACTIVATE" was dis-
played but cleaning did not start within 10 h.

« Manual ATS cleaning was not completed within 40 min
after it started.

When the ATS cleaning icon changes from orange to red,
an alarm sounds for about 2 s and the red text message
"SERVICE ATS" is displayed.

This indicates that an abnormality has occurred that re-
quires a repair. Contact your CASE CONSTRUCTION
dealer immediately.
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Hydrocarbon (HC) Accumulation

Running the engine at low idle continuously causes hy-
drocarbons to accumulate. To burn the hydrocarbons, the
engine speed needs to be increased. The system detects
the amount of hydrocarbon accumulation and increases
the low idle speed to burn the hydrocarbons.

While the system is starting up, the low idle speed in-
crease icon (1) stays lit in green. If hydrocarbons accu-
mulate while the engine is running at low idle and the gate
lock lever is in the center position (with safety bar in the
non-operation position), the green low idle speed increase
icon (1) and orange hydrocarbon accumulation icon (2)
light up and the low idle speed is automatically increased.

Once the excavator is operated and the engine speed in-
creases, the low idle speed increase icon (1) goes out.

If hydrocarbons accumulate when the gate lock lever is in
the normal operating position (with the safety bar raised),
the low idle speed increase icon (1) and hydrocarbon ac-
cumulation icon (2) light up in orange and the text mes-
sage (3) “/INCREASE ENGINE SPEED" is displayed.

When this happens, move the gate lock lever to the cen-
ter position (with safety bar in the non-operation position).
The text message (3) disappears (the hydrocarbon ac-
cumulation icon (2) remains the same) and the low idle
speed increase icon (1) lights up in green and the low idle
speed is automatically increased.

If hydrocarbons accumulate even more, the hydrocarbon
accumulation icon (2) and text message (3) change from
orange to red. When this happens, increase the engine
speed immediately. Keep the engine speed high until the
hydrocarbon accumulation icon (2) goes out.
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
